cannot be separated. Charles Swindoll writes, “Joy isachoice. It isamatter of attitude that stems from
one's confidencesin God - that He isat work, that He isin full control, that He isin the midst of
whatever has happened, is happening and will happen.” The root word of “joy’” means “ddighting,
rgjoicing, gladness or benefit”. The psamist wrote “For the LORD isgood; His mercy is everlasting,
And Histruth enduresto al generations.” Psalms 100:5

Created For Life- God wants man to enjoy Him and the life He has given.

Life- (Webster) that property of plants and animals which makesit possible for them to takein
food, get energy from it, grow, adapt themselvesto their surroundings, and reproduce their kind: it is

the quality that distinguishes aliving animal or plant from inorganic matter or adead organism.
